amounts in purchasing power of your money. 

That being said, it isn’t hard to see why the
values of long-term bonds have become so weak
and why the spot price of gold moved up for the
last 3 weeks of May. The market is very erratic, up
$20 one day, down $25 the next, then back up $15.
It is like a great roller coaster ride. It should be
obvious to most of us that now is not the time to
rest and watch the world pass us by. The time to
move into tangible items and commodities is here

and it looks like it is here to stay for a
while. The 3rd quarter of this year is just
getting ready to start. Some analysts are
projecting some volatile, if not scary,
months ahead that may affect the credibil-
ity of our dollar. Continue to put pressure
on it, and it may force the price of gold
higher than it is now. It is somewhat unfair
for me to write a bit here and there as to

what is going on in the financial world that affects
us. The truth is there is so much happening now,
and at such an accelerating rate, that it would
take a book to keep you informed and even then
30% of the data would change within 3 to 4
months. The part that bothers me is that most
people haven’t a clue as to which way to turn. We
aren’t that different; we have never seen changes
happening so quickly. 

The market for rare gold coins is very active.
The supplies are thin on all high grade and rare
date gold coins. As the marketplace unfolds we

Over the last couple of years we have discussed what would happen if the
Chinese government stopped buying our bonds. I am not saying what would
happen if they started to sell our bonds, just what would happen if they simply
stopped buying them.  Well it looks like we could be getting close. Recently,
Treasury Secretary Timothy Geithner went to China to try and convince them to
continue buying our bonds or, to put it another way, lend us more money. At the
end of the first quarter China held $768 billion in US bonds, making them the
largest holder of our bonds. 

China’s former central bank advisor Yu Yongding said, “I wish to tell the US
government: ‘don’t be complacent and think there isn’t any alternative for China
to buy your bills and bonds. The Euro is an alternative, and there are
lots of raw materials we can still buy.  Some people say the Euro is
very weak.’ Yu continued, ‘Okay, weak is good, we’ll buy very
cheap.’” Premier Wen Jiabao in March called for the US “to guar-
antee the safety of China’s assets.” China’s Central Bank Governor
Zhou Xiaochuan has proposed a “new global currency” to reduce
reliance on the dollar. “China is concerned that US spending and
planned record fiscal deficit will lead to a major rise in inflation and
loss of confidence in the dollar, thereby undermining the value of
China’s Treasury holdings.” Yu said, “The US should take China’s interest into
consideration so that your own interest can be protected…you should not try
to inflate away your debt burden.” “The borrower should keep its promises,” he
added.

For the first week of June the US dollar is on the ropes like it has never been
before. The US federal government’s total indebtedness is $74 trillion, which is
an impossible debt to pay off. I can certainly understand China’s concerns about
us inflating away the debt and trying to pay it off with cheaper dollars a few
years from now.  Since March 1st, the value of the US dollar has been dropping
against quite a few of the world’s currencies; down 20% against the Aussie
dollar, down 22% against the New Zealand Kiwi, down 25% against the South
African Rand, down 15% against the Brazilian Real and down 13% against the
Norwegian Kroner. It is a little tough to make any money when 91 day T Bills

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should see continued increasing interest in rare tangible items. The rare coin market
is the best place one can be, to be involved in the action unless you like trading com-
modities. Some of the coins that still seem dirt cheap in comparison to their demand
and popularity are some of the type issues; these include the 12 piece gold type set.

All of these coins should be bought now. For the generic dates, try to stay with
the higher grades. There are also some rarer dates that I like a lot in lower grades.
It, the value, depends a lot on the date and grade of each coin. Either way, now is
the time to step into this market with a vengeance. The silver dollar market is one
of the coin markets most romantic areas, by that I mean people love old silver dol-
lars. Almost everyone remembers the Las Vegas dollars that we used to bring
home or our parents would bring home. The lure has never diminished. The com-
mon dates seem to be very cheap at current levels and the better dates such as
the Carson City issues are one of the coin markets most popular items. The price
of silver has increased almost 4 times over the last 6 years but, we have yet to see
it spill over into the rare silver coins. However, rest assured I have personally wit-
nessed the movement into the rare silver coin market several times in the last 40
years and it will most likely happen again. This is a great time to start adding these
to your portfolio.

I am limited on space so I will sign off for this month, but please take a glance at
some of the coins inside. David and I travel to several coins shows and are con-
stantly on the hunt for great coins. There are some very special coins in this issue so
please take a look and call me if you have any questions.
