On TV this morning | saw a stockbroker
explaining that gold was in a bubble.

This type of statement is becoming more common. But, from
my perspective, gold has been in a nice bull market for the last
7 to 9 years, a very steady market with healthy corrections.
Sometimes the market would get ahead of itself, then it would
have a correction and scare everyone out. Then the price move-
ment would restart it's move upward. Like | said a few months

ago, most bubbles end in a parabolic
curve up on a chart and we haven't
seen that at all in the gold market. We
have not seen a massive blow off to
the upside. Until then | would just sit
tight. One of the hardest things to do
is stay in a bull market for the entire
move.

It has been an interesting bull mar-
ket. In past markets gold usually moves up in price when the
world loses faith in currencies. The loss of faith in the curren-
cy will create an inflation scenario which will force the price on
some items up. But for the last several years gold has been
moving up in price in the face of a very deflationary economy.

Gold typically does not move in tandem
with the stock market, although it has
been moving up this year in face of the
stock market moving back up. When |
say the stock market moved back up,
that is because the DJIA corrected a
few years ago from a high of over
14,000 to a low of around 7,550. But in
past markets the two sectors seldom
move up in tandem.

The question | seem to keep asking
myself is, what is going to make gold
stop moving up in price?

To begin with, today gold is well
above $1,100 an ounce, with what
seems to be a ton of support. One could
say 200 tons of support at $1,045 thanks
to India buying 200 tons from the IMF.

1797 Draped Bust $10, Large Eagle PCGS AU53

The 1797 was the first year of issue for the "Large Eagle" type of $10 gold piece. The
small eagle type was made for 3 years, 1795-1797. The large eagle was made between
1797-1804. After 1804, no $10 gold pieces were struck until 1838. The early $10 gold
pieces are slightly larger in diameter than the later issues. At the time, they were the
largest U.S. gold coins, and would remain as such until the appearance of the $20 gold
piece in 1850. The early $10 pieces are affectionately referred to by the numismatic o
community as "Big Tens." These coins are scarce in all grades as most of the pre 1834 &= '

gold coins hit the melting pot after the gold content of U.S. coins was lowered that ;,-;i-":

year. Big Tens are rare in all grades and very rare in high grades. This specimen is

a very attractive almost uncirculated piece. There are some minor nics and abrasions
as you would expect from the grade, and just a slight touch of rub on the highest
points.

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most standards is way ahead of itself and may correct back to
the $950-$1,000 range. Although currently the world demand
for gold seems to have little fear of this happening. | am not
saying this is going to happen, but | would love to see gold pull
back in price by 10 to 20%.

Another thing that is interesting is, on most Fridays markets
usually sell off. This happens because traders are afraid there
may be some bad news that could hit a market over the week-
end. Thereby being in cash has always been the safest place
to be for most traders over a weekend. Now on almost 3 of
every 4 weekends, gold has had a strong close on Fridays.
Does this mean most traders now, would rather hold gold over
a weekend instead of dollars?

The current record price of gold is over $1,100, yet gold is
still 53% below the 1980 “inflation adjusted” peak price.

Any support we are expecting for the US dollar will be dif-
ficult to find. In the letter last month | felt that we should see
some correction in the value of the US dollar. Last week we
had a couple of days where the dollar moved up. Going forward
we may see the dollar bounce up a bit. But | am afraid it will
continue to be a temporary situation.

Today the dollar is an over owned currency by China and
most Asian countries, Asians have owned too many dollars for
too long. After a while it becomes a boring asset. It has been
owned and owned by too many and is now becoming less and
less desirable. The feeling overall is the direction of the dollar
is lower. The Chinese are earning around 0% on their dollar
investments and the asset is going down around 5 to 10% a
year in purchasing power.

Today it seems the Federal Reserve is out to the business of
supporting the dollar. Today they have too many other priori-
ties, economic growth, deflation with the hopes of inflation,
overall seismic risk in the dollar. From the viewpoint of most
traders, the dollar will have to drop in value significantly before
the Federal Reserve will start paying any attention.

Today our policy makers are trying to re-inflate the economy,
while also trying to avoid deflation, and overall asset destruc-
tion.

To some, the lower dollar is not all bad, it helps rebalance
the production levels of the US and will help propel the Asian
stock markets.

Of course our standard of living will go
down. With a weaker dollar we will see
capital flows leaving the US.

The leverage markets in the US have
changed in the last 19 months. Today banks
aren't lending like they used to. The best
example is today you need 20 to 28% down
to buy a home.

The US is borrowing 1.5 to $2 trillion in
longer term securities trying to shore up the
economy. You have to wonder who is going
to buy our debt.

One of the best asset classes has long
been the collectible markets. Virtually all
collectibles are held with no leverage. We
won't see Lehman Brothers or Merrill Lynch
in the rare coin market. They were lever-
aged 35to 1.

While the price of gold has moved up,
the price of most rare coins have stayed the
same. Some up some down. The deflation-
ary forces in the market have had a cap on
the rare coin market for the last several
years.

With the constant output of dollars hit-
ting the market and the continuing of the
monetizing of the debt, the fed is doing it's
best to get some inflation started.

The editor of the Dow Theory Letters,
Richard Russell has had a quote for years,
“Inflate or Die”. The Federal Reserve is try-
ing everything in their power to create some
inflation. I, like most of you, laugh when |
see Timothy Geithner and Ben Bernanke on
TV explaining how they want a stronger dol-
lar. That is the last thing they want and the
last thing they are trying to create.

They will get the inflation they are trying to
create.

Things happen in excess when the gov-
ernments work hard at it. The next inflation-
ary cycle we witness should be of historic
